1-10   The oceans are sick. 90% of the carnivorous fishes have been vacuumed out 
of the Pacific Ocean.

Fossil fuel exploitation in the oceans has resulted in fantastically large oil spills despoiling both the oceans and adjacent land. Methane hydrates are awesomely volatile, exploitation of them is dangerous.
