Presentation (40% of your grade):
Be Creative—we will look more favorably upon a creative idea that didn’t work as planned than we will upon another boring Powerpoint presentation.  RETHINK presentations.  Look at the Group Project Scoresheet (on our website) to see what is emphasized.
Paper (40% of your grade):

Use your Critical Thinking Paper writing skills to write a professional paper with the following included: 

a. Sources-4 minimum, at least two peer-reviewed or books. Always use documents of substance, no press releases, etc.

b. Group project name, date, TA, etc.

c. Professional project description

d. Inference/broader context of the project

e. How the project relates to Geog 300

f. Use Critical Thinking Paper example for acceptable Bibliography

g. In text citations done correctly

h. Use proper grammar and good sentence structure.

Group Member Evaluation from other group members (20% of your grade). 
This is your chance to reward Group Members that pulled their weight, and to deal with those that didn’t.
