These other Geosciences courses might interest you, if Geog 300 has piqued your interest in the issues facing humanity.

GEOG 308 Global Change covers the Earth and life through time, with an emphasis on how we study climate change and its causes. On campus winter (normally Clark but taught by me in Winter 10 and 11), online fall, spring, summer

GEOG 306 Minerals, Water, Energy, and the Environment covers the occurrence, distribution, and consequences of resource use. On campus fall, online winter, spring

GEOG 221 Environmental Geology also covers Earth resources, but also includes introductory geology in the context of Earth hazards and has a lab. on campus spring, online fall, winter

Students should take either GEOG 221 or GEOG 306, but not both, depending on whether they are also interested in Earth hazards and/or need to fulfill a lab requirement.

GEOG 309 Environmental Justice looks at differences in control or access to earth resources, or exposure to environmental hazards, along racial, ethnic, political, class, or economic lines through readings and class discussions. On campus winter (Lancaster), online spring.
